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WHAT ARE THE CLUBS NEEDS?

What are the club needs as it relates to adult volunteer involvement and support? The
first club meeting is a great place to communicate what some needs are and to assess
what volunteers may be interested in pursuing. Sometimes an orientation or separate
meeting for parents can be planned in conjunction with the club meeting to create
interest from volunteers. Some of the key groundwork may be laid during the summer
months also.

Both parent and adult volunteer involvement are crucial to the success of a 4-H club.
